
Dear Parent,

Upon enrollment in Head Start, your child was given a developmental screening called the Speed DIAL (Developmental Indicators for the Assessment of Learning).  This screening allows us to determine your child's functional level in areas of cognitive (big/little, numbers, colors), motor (cutting, jumping, writing), and language (speaking and understanding) skills.

Based on your child's performance on the DIAL, he/she is considered to be within the normal range of development for his/her age.  This means that your child seems to be doing all the things we expect of preschoolers of that age.  If you have any questions or concerns, please contact your child's teacher or home visitor.  They can review your child's screening sheet with you.
